WOOD MOUNTAIN REGIONAL PARK AUTHORITY 
CONSTITUTION

1. Wood Mountain Regional Park Authority (hereinafter referred as “the Authority”) was constituted as a body corporate under Section 6 (1) of The Regional Parks Act, 1979 (hereinafter referred to as “the Act”) by Order of the Lieutenant in Council No. 1254/62 dated Friday, July 27, 1962.

2. The objectives of the Authority shall be as follows:
a) To develop, maintain and establish the Wood Mountain Regional Park in accordance with the needs and interests of the participating municipalities and surrounding communities as they may be from time to time;
b) To encourage the appreciation and use of the Wood Mountain Regional Park.

3. The powers of the Authority shall be those set out in The Regional Parks Act, 1979, the regulations thereunder and succeeding acts.

4. The Authority shall consist of the representatives appointed from time to time as follows who shall be known as Directors:

Along with other such municipalities as may enter into participating agreements with the Authority under Section 12 of the Act.  The Rural Municipality may choose not to appoint a representative for a particular year.
5. The Authority may appoint such Honorary Members as it deems necessary and advisable.

6. The Honorary Members may attend and participate in meetings, but shall have no voting rights.

7. The Authority shall be the governing body with power to incur obligations, disburse money, appoint committees and generally perform all such acts of administration as may be necessary or expedient for the proper functioning.  

8. Any Director who is absent without cause from two consecutive meetings of the Authority shall be deemed to have vacated his or her office.  The Authority shall determine whether there is cause in a given case.
9. At the annual general meeting in each year, the Authority shall meet and shall elect from the membership a Chairperson and Vice Chairperson.
10. The Chairperson shall be the chief executive officer of the Authority and shall preside over all meetings of the Authority.  He or she shall be an ex-officio member of all standing and special committees and shall perform such other duties as usually pertain to the office of Chairperson.
11. The Vice-Chairperson, in the absence of the Chairperson, shall preside at meetings of the Authority.  The Vice-Chairperson shall also perform such other duties as usually pertain to that office, or as may be assigned by the Chairperson.
12. The Secretary shall draw up and keep on record minutes of all meetings of the Authority.  The Secretary shall notify the members of all meetings and shall attend to the general correspondence.

13. The Treasurer shall keep all the accounts of the Authority and shall, with the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson, sign all cheques, drafts of other orders for payment of monies on behalf of the Authority, and advise the Authority of all overdue accounts.  The Treasurer shall keep adequate and proper books of account which shall be open for inspection by any member of the Authority or by the Minister of Natural Resources or his or her representative on request.  The Treasurer shall give all necessary assistance to the Auditor for preparation of the yearly financial statement and report and the Treasurer shall perform all other duties customarily pertaining to the office.

14. The Authority shall appoint an Executive Council consisting of the Chairperson, Vice-Chairperson, Treasurer and Secretary as a minimum.  The authority may add additional members as required.  If a vacancy occurs in the Executive Council, the members of the Authority may appoint a member to fill the vacant office until the next annual general meeting.

15. The Authority may appoint such committees as it deems necessary.

16. Committee members need not be members of the Authority.

17. Committee members who are not members of the Authority may attend and participate in meetings of the Authority but shall have no voting rights.

18. There shall be an annual meeting of the members of the Authority and the participating municipalities during the first or second quarter of the calendar year.  Two weeks written notice in writing shall be given to each member and participant and to the Minister.

19. At each annual general meeting the Authority shall:

(a) Adopt or amend its constitution;

(b) Prepare, consider and approve the budget for the next calendar year
(c) Consider and adopt a financial statement and annual report for the past calendar year;
(d) Conduct such other business as may be deemed necessary.

20. Regular business meetings of the Authority shall be held throughout the year.

21. The Chairperson may call special general meetings at any time.

22. The Secretary shall give at least three full day’s written or verbal notice of every regular business meeting to each member of the Authority.

23. A simple majority of the Directors present shall constitute a quorum at meetings of the Authority.  
24. All questions at meetings shall be decided by a majority of those present, each of whom shall have one vote.  In the event of equality of votes, the decision shall be in the negative. 
25. In all cases not herein provided for the practice of the parliament of Canada, as laid by Robertson’s Rules of Order, shall be followed in matters of procedure.

26. Documents or instrument shall be validly executed by the Authority under the signature of two members of the Board, at least one of which must be the Chairperson or Vice-Chairperson.
27. The Authority shall on or before the thirty-first day of December in each year, appoint an auditor and instruct him or her to audit and report on the books, records and accounts of the Authority and prepare the financial statement as required by the Act.
28. Any and/or all previous constitutions of the Wood Mountain Regional park is/are hereby declared to be null and void.
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
